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Why does dooring matter to you? It can kill or injures cyclists. It's expensive. Depending upon the
nature of the crash, you may need a new bike or incur high costs to repair your bicycle, obtain health
care, and hire legal counsel. It may also cost you money if you’'re unable to work due to injuries.
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What steps can a cyclist take to prevent dooring?

* Always use front and back lights on your bike.
* Stay 3 ft to the left of parked cars whenever possible — out of the door zone.
* Avoid passing taxis on the right. This is the side passengers disembark.
* Look ahead at all times for the following:
Brake lights
Exhaust
Driver or passenger’s movement or reflection in side view mirrors
* If you believe there is a probable chance of getting doored, look behind you to see traffic conditions.
* If there’s no room to move left, avoid swerving. Instead, brake gently.
* Take the lane if you can, safely. Signal and merge left.
