Pilot Study 

Å IDOT and CDOT pilot project to install and evaluate the first barrier 
protected bike lanes on a State route 

ÅFirst use of concrete for physical separation

Division to Larrabee Alternatives 
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Buffer Protected Bike Lanes 

Å Increased separation between bicyclists 
and motorists via pavement markings 

Å Retains more on-street parking spaces 

Å Does not provide physical protection for 
bicyclists 

Å Retains existing curbside access 

 

 

 

Buffer Protected  

Barrier Protected Bike Lanes 

Å Eliminates door zone 

Å Concrete curb separation at various 
locations 

Å Some parking removal required 

Å Some impacts to loading zones 

Å Opportunities for drainage improvements 

Å Pedestrian refuge space 

 

 

Barrier Protected  
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Division to Larrabee 
Barrier Protected Bike Lanes 

Å 43 parking spaces removed (55% of total)  

Å Maintains three loading zones on east side  

Å Need to relocate one loading zone on west side 

Å Handicap loading zone would remain on west side 

Å Potential for concrete pedestrian refuge space and 
water infiltration applications 

Å Improved channelization and guidance for all modes 
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Division to Larrabee 
Buffer Protected Bike Lanes 

Å 5 parking spaces removed (6% of total) 

Å Maintains all loading zones 

Å Provides a striped buffer between motorists and 
cyclists 

Å Mitigates conflicts between parked vehicles and 
cyclists (does not eliminate) 

Å Maintains existing curbside access

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Barrier Protected Bike Lanes 
Å Concrete curb separation at various locations 

Å Potential for concrete pedestrian refuge space and water 
infiltration applications 

Å Parking removed on west side of street  

Å 42 parking spaces removed (42% of total) 

Å Improved channelization and guidance for all modes
